
#8:  London in History 
 
We will walk across Westminster Bridge, which will afford us photo ops of the London Eye, the Houses of Parliament 

and Big Ben, and continue a short way to:  

 

Churchill Museum and Cabinet War Rooms      
These are the underground headquarters used by Winston Churchill and the British 

Government during World War II. Visitors can view a complex of 21 historic rooms, 

including the Cabinet Room, Transatlantic Telephone Room and Map Room. An audio 

guide, which includes first-hand accounts of life in the War Rooms, is included in the 

admission price. Today, the Cabinet War Rooms may be seen exactly as they were 

when British history was shaped within them. An additional extension houses the first 

museum devoted solely to Winston Churchill. cwr.iwm.org.uk 

 
For our next stop, we have TWO CHOICES:   

 

We can go see the Monument commemorating the Great Fire of London.  In 1666 a fire started in a 

bakery on Pudding Lane and raged for 3 days.  It gutted the medieval city, consuming 13,200 houses, 

87 parish churches, St. Paul's Cathedral, and most of the buildings of 

the City authorities. www.themonument.info 

OR   
 

We can go to the Imperial War Museum.  Explore six floors of 

galleries and displays, including a permanent exhibition dedicated to 

the Holocaust and a changing program of special temporary 

exhibitions. The museum’s vast collections range from tanks and aircraft to photographs 

and personal letters as well as films, recordings, and some of the twentieth century’s 

best-known paintings. www.iwm.org.uk 

 

Next, we’ll visit the HMS Belfast, one of the two ships forming the final sub-

class of the Royal Navy's Town-class cruisers.  She served throughout World 

War II, and is best known for her role in supporting the advancing Allied 

troops as they made their way onto Gold and Juno beaches on the morning of 

D-Day, 6 June 1944. HMS Belfast is now a naval time capsule, providing nine 

decks of living history to explore. In service with the Royal Navy until 1965, 

she was saved for the nation in 1971 as a unique reminder of Britain’s naval
